Dear Parents or Guardians.


Enclosed is a copy of our classroom rules and behavior sheet.  In order for you to know how your child is following our classroom rules, I have devised a Behavior Sheet that will be coming home in your child’s Friday Folder. Please notice that it needs to be signed and returned on Monday/Next School Day.  The circles will be filled in with the appropriate color for your child’s daily behavior. (Generally, I give class warnings, individual warnings, and then if the student continues the inappropriate behavior, they will move their clip down on our Leadership Behaviors chart.  At the end of the day, the region your child ends up on will be recorded on their weekly behavior sheet.)

Meaning of Colors:

Blue ​= A standout leader!!! (Your child ended in the blue, indigo, or violet levels(. Leadership behaviors will be awarded positively.)
Green= On task behavior (Your child ended on green for the day.)
Red = Off task behavior (Your child ended the day in the yellow, orange, or red levels (.  If your child ends in the orange range (down 2 clips), your child will miss one recess and have extra work.  If you child ends in the red range (down 3 clips), your child will miss two recesses, owe additional work, and a phone call home.)

We need to work together as a team (child, teacher, parent).  I hope you will be able to follow through and reward positive behavior and if need be, take away privileges for negative behavior. I appreciate your help. THANK YOU!!!
